THE CREATION OF THE WORLD

In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth, and God saw everything that
He had made, and, behold, it was very good. Genesis 1: 1, 31

All things were made by Him; and without Him was not anything made that was made.
John 1: 3

THE CREATION OF MAN

God created man in His own image, in the image of God created He him; male and
female created He them.

THE ENTRANCE OF SIN

Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the field which the Lord God had
made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree
of the garden?

And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the
garden; but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said,
Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die; for God doth know that
in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods,
knowing good and evil.

And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to
the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and
did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat. Genesis 3: 1-6

The Lord God called unto Adam, and said unto him . . . Hast thou eaten of the tree
whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat? And the man said, The
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woman whom Thou gavest to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I did eat.

And the Lotrd God said unto the woman, What is this that thou hast done? And the
woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and I did eat. And the Lord God said unto the
serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every
beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of
thy life; and I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and
her seed; it shalt bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. Unto the woman He
said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring
forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.

And unto Adam He said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and
hast eaten of the tree of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it;
cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life;
thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the
field; in the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for

out of it wast thou taken; for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return. Genesis 3: 9,
11-19

That old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan . . . deceiveth the whole world. Revelation

By one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all

He taught His disciples, and said unto them, The Son of man is delivered into the
hands of men, and they shall kill Him; and after that He is killed, He shall rise the third
day. Mark9: 31

The Lord Jesus said: I am the good shepherd; the good shepherd giveth His life for the
sheep. Therefore doth My Father love Me, because I lay down My life, that I might
take it again. No man taketh it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself. I have power to
lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of

My Father.  John 10:11, 17-18

THE LORD JESUS DIED ON THE CROSS FOR THE SINS OF THOSE
WHO COME TO HIM

When they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified Him ...

Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. Luke 23: 33-34

He is despised and rejected of men; a Man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief...
Surely He hath borne our grief's, and catried our sorrows; yet we did esteem Him
stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. But He was wounded for our transgressions,
He was bruised for our iniquities . . . and with His stripes we are healed. All we like
sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the Lord hath
laid on Him the iniquity of us all . . . He was cut off out of the land of the living; for
the transgression of my people was He stricken. And He made His grave with the
wicked, and with the rich in His death; because He had done no violence, neither was
any deceit in His mouth . . . He hath poured out His soul unto death; and He was
numbered with the transgressors; and He bore the sin of many, and made intercession

for the transgressors. lIsaiah 53: 3-6, 8-9, 12




Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures. 1 Corinthians 15: 3

THE LORD JESUS ROSE FROM AMONG THE DEAD

Thus it is written, and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the
third day; and that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in His Name

among all nations. Luke 24: 46-47

Him God raised up the third day, and showed Him openly; not to all the people, but

GOD'S WAY OF SALVATION

If any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all
things are become new.

THE HOLY SPIRIT

The Lord Jesus said: I will pray the Father, and He shall give you another Comforter,
that He may abide with you for ever; even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot

receive, because it seeth Him not, neither knoweth Him but ye know Him; for He

Exodus 20: 2-5

All the gods of the nations are idols: but the Lord made the heavens.  Psalm 96: 5

We know that an idol is nothing in the world, and that there is none other God but

one. 1 Corinthians 8: 4

There is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in Him; and one

Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by Him. 1 Corinthians 8: 6

Then saith Jesus . . . Get thee hence, Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the
Lord thy God, and Him only shalt thou serve. Matthew 4: 10

Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth: fornication, uncleanness,

inordinate affection, evil concupiscence and covetousness, which is idolatry: for which

things' sake the wrath of God cometh on the children of disobedience.  colossians 3: 5-6

THE DANGER OF REFUSING GOD'S SALVATION
